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Rules for Connect 4

You will need:

Coloured counters for each player.

 E.g. Player 1 = red Player 2 = green.

One dice

· Roll the dice.

· Read a word with the same number as the dice.

· If read correctly place one coloured counter on the word.

· Winner is the one to have 4 in a row either vertically, horizontally or diagonally.
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Print boards and laminate. I print 1 game on each side- this makes it easy to revise and reinforce the previous list when children have moved on. This game works best as a two player game.

Can be played without dice- children just choose word.

Try playing best of three plays – this helps to reinforce sight vocabulary.

Rules can be adapted to get children to spell the word.

Boards can be adapted for phonic groups – just highlight text on computer and type.
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
